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IMPORTANT: Do not fully tighten hardware 
until instructed. Read through all instructions 
before beginning installation.
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Prior to servicing, turn the key switch OFF, remove the 

key, and place the Forward / Reverse handle in Neutral 

position. Block all wheels when servicing the vehicle.

Make sure all wiring and wire harnesses are properly 

routed and secure before any initial testing is done. 

Position all electrical components in areas that are 

protected from moisture and/or salt air.

ALL ELECTRIC VEHICLES:

To avoid unintentionally starting the vehicle, disconnect 

the batteries as shown on top right.

NOTE: For models with a TOW/RUN switch, place the 

switch in the TOW POSITION before disconnecting or 

connecting the battery cables.

ELECTRIC VEHICLES WITH SPEED CONTROLLERS:

After disconnecting the batteries, discharge the controller 

capacitors as follows:

•Turn key to ON and place the forward/reverse handle in 

REVERSE.

•Slowly depress accelerator pedal and keep depressed 

until the reverse warning buzzer can no longer be heard. 

When buzzer stops sounding, the controller capacitors 

are discharged.

STEP  1 R E M 0 V E  WINDSHIELD

• Remove the two screws holding the bottom panel of the  
factory windshield to the front frames.  Then pull forward 
to release the plastic clips and save for reinstallation.

STEP  2 R E M 0 V E  F A C T O R Y  T O P

• Remove the bolts from the front and rear top supports. 2 on each front support and one on each rear support.  Save hardware for 
reinstallation.

• Then lift the factory top straight up off the supports and set to the side.

STEP  3.1 R E M 0 V E  REAR TOP SUPPORTS

• On the inside of the rear basket, remove 2 screws in the lower 
corners shown. Save hardware for reinstallation.

• Then lift the supports straight up and set to the side.

STEP  3.2 R E M 0 V E  S I D E  P U S H  R I V E T S

• Remove two plastic push rivets with a flat screwdriver and 
save for reinstallation.

• In some cases, there will be attachments bolted here.
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REMOVE T H E  REAR BASKET

• Remove and save the 4 screws holding the basket to the car (2 on each side). Then lift the basket straight up and set to the side.

STEP  3.3 R E M 0 V E  L O W E R  B A S K E T  S C R E W S



REMOVE  T H E  FAC T O RY  R E A R  BODY

• Remove the two screws holding the forward/reverse switch 
to the front of the rear body. Save the hardware.

• Take a picture of wires connected to the switch before 
unplugging them.  You will need to reattach them later.

STEP  4.1 R E M 0 V E  THE  F W D / R E V  S W I T C H STEP  4.2 R E M 0 V E  REAR BODY SCREWS

• Tilt the seat bottom cushion up and lift if up and out of 
the hinge plates and place to the side.

• Remove the four screws on the inside of the battery 
compartment. Save the hardware.

STEP  4.3 R E M 0 V E  REAR BODY 

• Starting inside the battery compartment, lift the rear body 
up and off the chassis.  There are two plastic clips under the 
rear wings that will pop when lifted (located at arrows in the 
right picture).  After removal, it is recommended to clean 
and dirt and debris that is present.

STEP  5.1 R E M 0 V E  THE U P P E R  D A S H  T R I M  

• Remove the four screws from the upper dash 
trim and save for reinstallation.  Then pull the 
trim back toward the steering wheel and then 
up to remove.
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REMOVE  T H E  FAC T O RY  F R O N T  BODY
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• On each side of the front body, remove the single screw 
holding each strut cover.  Slide the cover up and out of the 
way to make removing the front body easier.  Removing the 
front struts are optional, but not necessary.

STEP  5.2 R E M 0 V E  F R O N T  S T R U T  C O V E R S STEP  5.3 R E M 0 V E  FRONT BODY

• Pry up under the top of the front body and slowly tilt 
forward.  Reach under the front bumper and locate three 
plastic body hooks and work them through the slots in 
the bumper.  Once free, the body can be lifted off.

INSTALL  NEW F R O N T  BODY

• Peel back the protective film from Body around the outside
edges. Use a few pieces of tape to hold the film out of the
way during assembly.

STEP  6.1 P E E L  B A C K  P R O T E C T I V E  F I L M STEP  6.2 I N S T A L L  N E W  F R O N T B O D Y

• Install the new front body by first inserting the front clips 
into the slots in the bumper.  Make sure the curved part 
of the clips pass through the slots while seating body.  
Then work the sides of the body down into the grooves of 
the bumper until fully seated.

• Re-assemble the side strut covers and dash trim with the
factory hardware that was saved from step 4.

• IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT THE REMAINING 
PROTECTIVE FILM BE LEFT ON UNTIL THE CAR IS 
FULLY RE-ASSEMBLED.

STEP  6.3 R E - A S S E M B L Y  F R O N T
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INSTALL  NEW R E A R  BODY

• Peel back the protective film from Body around the outside
edges. Use a few pieces of tape to hold the film out of the
way during assembly.

• NOTE: When handling the rear body, do not lift in
the middle of the center bridge. Due to the weight of
the part and lack of material across the center, this
may cause the part to crack.

STEP  7.1 P E E L  B A C K  P R O T E C T I V E  F I L M STEP  7.2 I N S T A L L  N E W  R E A R B O D Y

• Remove the cardboard angle support under the center 
section.  Carefully position the rear body on to the car 
lifting it as described previously.  Starting at the front, 
insert the lower trimmed edge down into the same slot 
that the factory body came out of.  Working from front 
to back, push the body down until all the edges have 
seated and is sitting flush on top of the battery tray.

• Replace the front 2 factory screws through the drilled 
holes in the new body.

• The rear factory screws will go through supplied plastic
U-clips to pull the body down as shown.

• Reassemble the remaining components in reverse order using the factory hardware.
